In chancery settings-
Humbling complaining unto you your orator Lorenzo D. Munsel a resident of said county for the last eighteen years would….represent that in the year of our Lord One Thousand Eighteen hundred and forty eight at the county of Licking in the state of Ohio he intermarried with one Phydelia Smith and in the year AD 1851 your orator and said Phydelia removed to the county of Jefferson aforesaid where they resided and cohabitated as husband and wife up to the last of the month of December last. At which time the said Phydelia eloped with one Marcellus M. King and has continued to live with him in a state of adultery and fornication ever since.

Your orator further alleges that he has supported the said Phydelia as a dutiful and faithful husband but the said Phydelia has wholly abandoned the bed and board and giver herself up to be ….and adulterous.

Wherefore you orator….that said Phydelia may be made defendant to this your orators bill and that a summons may issue commanding her to appear at the next…of the court to answer the bill…
Please order and adjudge that the matrimonial relations no longer existing between the orator and the said Phydelia may be dissolved
